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THE LORD’S PRAYER

One Sunday evening in October, our Pastor led us in a Hot Potato on
the subject of Prayer, and this gave me the opportunity to ask a
guestion that has long puzzled me. Why don't the words we say for
“The Lord's Prayer” match what is in the Bible?

During my first year as a christian | attended an Anglican church and
read the KJV (King James Version, also known as Authorised Version).
Some suppose, because of the old language, that the words we use
are from the KJV. However, while very similar, the words in the KJV in
Matthew 6:9-13, are not the same.

These are the words we use. “Our Father, which [who] art in heaven,
hallowed be thy name; thy kingdom come; thy will be done, in earth as
it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our
trespasses, as we forgive them that trespass against us. And lead us
not into temptation; but deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom,
the power, and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen.”

The differences from KJV are these, and it is the first of these that
particularly interests me.

KJV has “debts” and “debtors” instead of “trespasses” and
“trespass”.

KJV has “and” before “the power” in the final sentence.
KJV ends with “for ever. Amen”, not “for ever and ever. Amen.”

The question | asked was why we don't read “the church bibles” (which
are NIV), since we use this version almost exclusively for reading in
public worship. The Pastor explained that the reason was tradition. He
also pointed out that the words used by Jesus to introduce the prayer
have a different emphasis in Matthew 6 “This, then, is how you should
pray”, implying a model for prayer and Luke 11 “When you pray, say”,
implying that the actual words are to be repeated. It is interesting that
the instruction to use the actual words are found in Luke, but the words
we choose to use are not those from Luke but (almost) those from
Matthew.

My point really is that if we take Christ's intent as meaning “recite these
actual words”, then why do we repeat almost but not quite the actual
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words found in a translation of the Bible that we don't otherwise use in
church? And if Christ meant it as a model, then why do we recite the
words? It turns out that the primacy of tradition is the answer to these
questions. Following on from the Hot Potato, | decided to do my best to
find where our tradition comes from.

The words used today are found in the Anglican Book of Common
Prayer, published 51 years after the KJV in 1662. However, these
words are almost identical to the words found in the Book of Common
Prayer, first imposed by parliament in 1549, 62 years before the KJV.
The only difference is that the 1662 version added “For thine is the
kingdom, the power, and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen.” for use in
some services.

Why do we use “trespasses” when KJV has “debts” in Matthew 6:127?
Wycliffe's translation in 1382 has *“dettis”, but Tyndale's 1524
translation has “trespasses”. On the other hand, the wording we use is
much more like KJV than Tyndale's.

What other English translations were around at the time that could
have influenced the Book of Common Prayer? The main ones were the
three which were in turn authorised for use in churches by the monarch
and parliament, The Great Bible 1539, The Bishops' Bible 1569 and
finally the King James Bible of 1611. Others included Coverdale's 1535
and The Geneva Bible 1560, the latter being popular among non-
conformists in the UK and America, until being supplanted by the KJV.
None of these used “trespasses”; it appears that Tyndale's 1524
translation is the only English translation ever to use “trespasses” in
Matthew 6:12.

So, in short, the traditional Lord's Prayer that we use is not based on
the KJV of 1611, but rather on the 1662 Book of Common Prayer,
largely unchanged from the 1549 version, which in turn was based on
The Great Bible of 1539, but preserving Tyndale's earlier “trespasses”.
There has never been an English translation of the Bible that contained
the exact words in Matthew 6 that we use in public worship today.
